Minutes of meeting 13. 2. 2014 ratified as being accurate. No discrepancies identified.
1. SPOSC club insurance 

Insurance quote provided by Haven Knox-Johnson (HKJ), member of the British Marine Federation.

Quotation obtained after having canvassed committee members and majority agreement given. Concerns raised with regards SPOSC being exposed  to liability. Agreement that this years trips would retain a share of the costs incurred.

Insurance to provide A) Public Liability, B) Products Liability & C) Marine Liabilities. Full details of which as per quote provided 22.9.2014.


Summary points of insurance cover:

Insurance to provide 3rd partie, member to member cover when sailing.

HKJ insurance will cover damage caused to another vessel.  However,

Individuals are not covered for injury to themselves.

Chartered yachts are not insured if already covered by insurance required to be taken as part of the charter. 

To clarify whether any excess incurred on the above charter insurance will be met by HKJ  (minus the HKJ insurance excess of £500. 

e.g. £2000 excess on charter, minus £500 HKJ excess - £1500 redeemed?

        

(TASK: OP)

To clarify if SPOSC committee are similarly insured with regards their appointment of boat skippers / first mates.

(TASK: OP)

Consideration of establishing a joint insurance with SPSA (to be discussed at meeting scheduled 16.10.14). 

(TASK: OP)

A number of specific, written scenarios to be put before HKJ with a request for written confirmation that these scenarios (as would replicate normal SPOSC business) would be validated under the proposed club insurance. To establish under what, if any, circumstances HKJ club insurance would be waived.

(TASK: OP)

To review HKJ proposed insurance and reply to OP with regards any identified issues / concerns.

(TASK: ALL)

Matter of insurance to be put before the SPOSC AGM; unanimous amongst SPOSC committee members that club pays the cost out of the established kitty given benefit to both members committee & club.

Members to be encouraged to organise their own personal insurance.

2. SPOSC club rules

Changes proposed to club rules in advance of the AGM where they will be further discussed.

Club rules / proposed changes discussed in their entirety by committee present, agreement reached on  each amendment.

Principle changes concerning:

The approval / appointment of SPOSC skippers and associated geographical limits / conditions i.e. Day Skipper versus Yachtmaster limitations, sailing within known / unknown waters, night / long passages, racing.

The completion of risk assessment forms.

Club rules & regulations to be re-drafted and circulated to SPOSC committee.

Committee to confirm agreement with redrafted club rules & regulations.

(TASK: ALL)

Redrafted club rules & regulations to be circulated in advance of SPOSC AGM.

(TASK: AE)

3. Met. Open, October 2014

Race boat to be skippered by SR, assisted by AE.

Crew to comprise  RB (Richard Bates), FC, AD, AJ, BT (Robert Trevis) + 1 TBC.

A cruising boat, chartered during corresponding week, to be skippered in 2 parts  by:

Lee Floyd  (LF) (first half).

Kevin Wallis  (KW) (second half), First Mates: AJ, AD.

Given the absence of a First Mate in the first half of the cruising week it was unanimously agreed that, in furtherance of the club / service to those new members who had booked for this cruising period, that either AJ or AD would support LF and leave the race boat if no other First Mate found. OP volunteers to support LF; availability to be confirmed.
